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THE CREATIVE LEADERSHIP OF SCHOOL ADMINISTRATORS AFFECTING

ABSTRACT
The purposes of this research were to 1) study the components and indicators of creative leadership of
school administrators, 2) study the best practices, creative leadership of school administrators, 3) study leadership
Creativity of school administrators, 4) study the organizational climate of the school, 5) study the relationship between
creative leadership of school administrators and the organizational climate of the school, and 6)create a
forecast of the school's organizational climate under the office of secondary educational service area 21
The samples were 325 a teachers in the school under the office of secondary educational service area 21
using stratified random sampling. The instrument used in the research was a questionnaire. The rating scale of
5 levels. The statistics used for data analysis are frequency distribution, percentage, mean, standard
deviation. Pearson's product moment correlation coefficient. And stepwise multiple regression analysis.
The results of the research showed that
1.The components of creative leadership of school administrators had 3 components and
31 indicators as follows 1.1) 12 indicators in vision composition 1.2) 8 indicators of flexibility 1.3) 1lindicators
of the creativity component 2. The best practice study had got one. additional component of the creative
leadership of the school administrators. it was the implementation of the target, which had 11 indicators. 3. The
creative leadership, school administrators, was at in the high level. 4. The Organization climate of school, it
was at the high level. 5.The Creative leadership of school administrators and the organizational climate of
school, they had a relationship. 6.The forecasting equation for the Organization climate of school, by using
creative leadership of school administrators as a predictive variable 61.70 percent power, with the following

equation.
