ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the ability to use song in learning
English vocabulary before and after school, to study students' attitude towards teaching by using songs in
learning English vocabulary and retention in teaching by using songs to learn English vocabulary .of
Prathomsuksa 2 students’. The sample in the study consisted of 35 Prathomsuksa 2 student’at Ban
Makkhaeng School, Mueang District, Udon Thani province, under the Primary Educational Service Area Office
1, selected by cluster random sampling. The research design was a one-group pretest-posttest design. The
research instruments were twelve lesson plans, and an attitude questionnaire. The mean, percentage,
standard deviation, one sample t-test and t-test for Dependent Samples were used for data analysis. The
findings of this research were as follows: 1. The students' pretest and posttest mean scores on the ability
to use song in learning English vocabulary were 14.74 or 32.76 percent and 33.29 or 73.97 percent
respectively. The students' posttest mean score was not less than 70 percent and higher than that of the
pretest. 2. The students' attitude towards using songs in learning English vocabulary was at a very good

level. 3. The students had retention using songs in learning English vocabulary.
