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Abstract

The main objectives of this research were to study species diversity, abundance and habitat use of
birds in research areas. The data was carried out by field survey about bird species and habitat use of
aquaculture areas and rice field areas from April 2019 — March 2020. The data was analyzed to find out species
diversity and of abundance of birds, the study found that there were 11 orders, 36 families and 75 species of
birds. The maximum number of 26 bird species in order Passeriformes was found. Nine orders, 21 families and
38 species of birds were found in aquaculture areas. It was 2.65 according to Shannon Diversity Index. Eleven
orders, 30 families and 59 species of birds were found in rice field areas. It was 3.42 according to Shannon

Diversity Index. According abundance index, 6 bird species were in level 5 of abundance. It was 8 percent of all



birds. According to bird activities and site utilization was foraging and nesting. In term of bird seasonal status,
48 resident birds, 12 resident and migratory birds and 15 migratory birds. Eighteen resident birds, 6 resident and
migratory birds and 14 migratory birds were found in aquaculture areas. Forty-two resident birds, 12 resident
and migratory birds and 5 migratory birds were found in rice field areas. In term of threatened species, 2 bird
species were Near-threated (NT) namely Black-tailed Godwit and Oriental Darter. Migratory birding is available
in bird migratory season from August — May every year. Aquaculture areas and rice field can be developed to
be birding sites for eco-touring and local knowledge resource programs because the birds are the indicators of

natural balance and richness of foods in ecosystem.
