ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study were to The development of English communication
ability for elderly using Genre-Based Approach to support community tourism, Sakon Nakhon,
to compare the elderlies’ achievement before and after learning and to study attitude
towards teaching English communication for the elderly in Sakon Nakhon Province. The
samples were obtained by one group pretest posttest design which included 30 elderlies,
aged 60 -65 who graduated at least secondary school and live in Sakon Nakhon province by
purposive sampling.

The research tool was a learning plan for 5 activities to develop English
communication ability, evaluation and evaluation form. The results of the research were (1)
The efficiency level of English communication ability for elderly using Genre-Based Approach
to support community for elderly was at 30.00/90.00. (2) The English communication abilities
for the elderly using Genre-Based Approach to support community tourism, Sakon Nakhon
the score test before study is 56.38, and the test after study is 59.54, the post-study score is
higher than the score before study. (3) The elderlies’ satisfaction level toward English

communication ability using Genre-Based Approach to support was at the highest level.
